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Rules and Regulations LeidCEu Scholarship Conference (2008-2011) 

Aim and description of the scholarship programme

To acquire international experience and specific knowledge through a study and/or research period abroad at the Central European University in Budapest, Hungary (here after named as “ CEU”), for which no Socrates or other scholarships / funds / grants are available through Leiden University.

A)  Eligible Candidates:

The programme is open to:

Graduate and PhD students, actively participating in a conference at the Central European University by presenting a paper, of a subject related to their field of study.

The LeidCEu Scholarship runs from 2008-2011 and is open to all nationalities. 

The scholarship programme applies to the Central European University in Budapest, Hungary only.  

B)  Procedure, rules & regulations and financial issues:

1. The student is registered at Leiden University in one of the following study programmes: Master, MPhil or PhD.

2. Students have to arrange their ticket, visa / residence permit, application at CEU etc. themselves. Accommodation may be arranged through the conference organisers.
3. After the Student and Educational Affairs has received a copy of the acceptance letter of the conference organizers, mentioning that they have accepted the paper, the application for this scholarship will be processed.

4. The scholarship consists of a total amount of € 300. This amount is meant to cover costs towards international travel, food and accommodation at the campus.

5. The payment of the scholarship will be effected in 2 terms, namely: € 200 before the start of the seminar and € 100 as soon as we have received the report (within 2 weeks after the conference took place).

6. The report should be max. 1 page (A4) and should describe the students’ experience during the conference, importance for present study and added value for future career. 

7. Applications for the scholarship are to be submitted before 15 April 2011.
8. Students need to notify the Student and Educational Affairs and the Leiden Faculty Coordinator in writing of any changes in the agreed arrangements, prior and/or during the abroad period.

9. Should the student decide to withdraw from the period abroad:
- before the starting date or;
- earlier than the end date, mentioned on the application form, 
please note that the scholarship for the (remaining) period  will have to be returned to Leiden University.
The procedure is as follows:
a. The student must inform the Student and Educational Affairs and Leiden Faculty Coordinator immediately in writing (or by e-mail) in case this might occur clearly describing the reason of their withdrawal or early return.

b. The Student and Educational Affairs will inform the student about the amount that needs to be returned.
	C)  Student declares that he/she:

1. is registered at Leiden University in one of the following study programmes:
 O  Master, 
 O  MPhil or 
 O  PhD.

2. will return the scholarship incase he/she withdraws from participation of the conference.

3. will comply to the aforementioned procedure, rules & regulations.
